Applicable Rate Schedules
[bookmark: _GoBack]Customers will receive Electric Service under the applicable Rate Schedules based on the PUD’s understanding of the Customer’s power supply requirements. The PUD reserves the right to immediately change the Rate Schedule under which a Customer receives Electric Service if the Customer’s power supply requirements change, are different than what the Customer reported to the PUD, or the Customer no longer meets the eligibility requirements for Electric Service for the Rate Schedule under which the Customer is currently receiving service. The PUD reserves the right to retroactively bill for up to two (2) years to collect underpayment in the event the Customer was served under the wrong Rate Schedule.
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
